Foster Grandparent Program

Foster Grandparents are recruited and trained to work with special needs children in their communities.  To be eligible, applicants must be 60 years of age and meet the income guidelines (one person - $14,000).  Foster Grandparents volunteer four hours a day, five days a week.  In return, Foster Grandparents receive an annual free physical examination, a hot meal each day they serve, and transportation to and from assigned station, if necessary.  Foster Grandparents also receive a regular no-taxable payment of $2.65 per hour, each day they serve.  This payment does not affect Social Security or SSI benefits, food stamps, or public housing.
